The historic Moving Florida 
Forward Infrastructure Initiative 
(fdot.gov/movingfloridaforward) is 
allowing the Florida Department of 
Transportation (FDOT) to advance 
much-needed improvements 
to Interstate 75 (I-75) in Central 
Florida, with construction 
anticipated to begin in spring 2025. 
The I-75 Improvements projects 
are located between State Road 
(S.R.) 44 in Sumter County and S.R. 
326 in Marion County, covering 
approximately 30 miles. The 
improvements include the addition 
of an auxiliary lane in each direction 
and interchange improvements at 
S.R. 326 and S.R. 40. 
An auxiliary lane is an extra 
lane connecting the on and off 
ramps between two consecutive 
interchanges that reduces 
congestion by giving drivers more 
space and time to merge safely.
The I-75 improvements are currently 
being evaluated under two 
separate Project Development and 
Environment (PD&E) studies. I-75 
South begins south of S.R. 44 and 
ends at S.R. 200. I-75 North begins  
at S.R. 200 and ends at S.R. 326.
